She teaches type design at Muthesius
University of Fine Arts and Design in Kiel, gives workshops and lectures, pub-
lishes articles and consults on issues of legibility and readability.

Right now filming
a documentary about experimental type Typetention and producing an annual
antiwar New Year concert Peaceful Lights. As a hobby, he collects street post-
ers from all over the world and has around 500 great pieces in his collection
from 12 countries.

George is based in Thessaloniki, Greece. He holds a Ph.D in Computer Sci-
ence. George works as a type and graphic designer, as well as a web designer
and developer. George started showcasing his work along with releasing

free typefaces on backpacker.gr in 2006. In September 2015, he started the
Atypical type foundry. He has designed typefaces for the Greek Font Society,
collaborated with several type foundries in expanding Latin typefaces with
the Greek script, and has worked with a number of design studios to design
bespoke typefaces for brands and design campaigns.
