He is an author
of cyrillic versions of such typeface as Lava, Graphik, Neutraface and others,
that was made for such studios as Typotheque, Commercial Type, Typonine
and House Industries. He is an author of: Permian typeface, Big City Grotesque
and several other corporate typefaces. Before 2013 Yury Ostromentsky worked
mostly as an editorial designer and art-director of BigCity Magazine, where he
used his personal lettering, that was the base of the Pilar typeface, released

by CSTM Fonts last year. He is an author of several book series designs and
logotypes. Both typefaces of llya Ruderman and Yury Ostromentsky were the
winners of such type design competitions as Modern Cyrillic 2009, Modern
Cyrillic 2014, Granshan 2011, European Design Award 2012. Kazimir typeface
and Tele2 Typefamily, the CSTM Fonts’s latest releases, were among the win-
ners of Granshan 2015.
